          Internet Usage Policy

· I will ask permission before entering any website, unless my teacher has already approved that site. 

Some of our approved sites are: Education City, Mathletics, Fronter, BBC Bitesize, Primary Games. If you are not sure then you need to ask! 

· On a network, I will use only my own login and password, which I will keep secret. 

I will not use my real name (first or last) as my user name, and I will not use any information that could be used to identify me.

· I will not look at or delete other people's files. 

Whether this be on the server or online.

· I will not use CDs, DVDs or memory sticks from home without asking permission from a teacher or teaching assistant. 

These could contain viruses which could damage our school network.

· I will only e-mail people I know, or people my teacher has approved. 

I will follow this guideline for any instant messaging or communication when I am online. 

· The messages I send will be polite and sensible. 

· When sending e-mail, blogging or Twittering, I will not give my home address or phone number, or arrange to meet someone, even if I know that person, without first getting permission from my Parents or Guardian. 

I will not share any personal information about myself with anybody that I am communicating with online. I will tell an adult if anybody asks me for this information and they will help me.

· I will ask for permission before opening an e-mail or an e-mail attachment sent by someone I do not know. I will not use Internet chat. 

I will not use Internet chat rooms or instant messaging and I will tell an adult immediately if anybody invites me to do this. My Fronter e-mail is safe to open and I do not need permission for this. 

· If I see anything I am unhappy with or I receive messages I do not like, I will tell a teacher immediately and click Hector the Dolphin.
If I see or read anything that makes me feel uncomfortable or that I have questions about, I will ask an adult. 

· I know that the school may check my computer files and monitor the Internet sites I visit. 
Records are kept by the computer which shows which websites you have been looking at.

· I understand that if I deliberately break these rules, I could be stopped from using the Internet or computers. 
    I need to follow all of these guidelines wherever I use the Internet,     including on a mobile phone (texting +).
  I will use the Internet in a supervised place – at school and at home.
Facebook and other social networking sites are restricted to over 13’s because the content is often unsuitable for children under this age. This restriction is there for YOUR benefit.
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
