Talk Homework

The importance and impact of talk developed within the home is huge.

Talk homework = A once or twice a week PLANNED discussion to take place at home.

The children will be given a subject / theme / question by their class teacher to discuss at home.

The children will bring home something that looks like this - 

My talk homework tonight is to talk to you about…

Please may we turn the television off for this homework?
Why do Talk Homework?
· Talk is a vital skill that enhances life opportunities for our children. 

· Having articulate speech and a wide range of vocabulary impacts on standards in both reading and writing.

· ‘WOW’ words are examples of vocabulary that would make us all say,

“Wow! Fancy you knowing that word!”  

Talk Homework Top Tips!
· Your child will bring home ‘talk homework’ every week with a topic for discussion.
· Please encourage as many family members as possible to be there for ‘Talk Homework’.
· Ideally, television / radio should be turned off.
· A great place for it to take place is seated at the dining table eating a meal.
· First, the child should give their own opinions on the topic for discussion.
· They should explain why they hold those opinions (use the word ‘because’).
· Ask other family members what their opinions are and to explain them.
· Suggest alternative opinions that other family members not able to be there might hold, and suggest why their opinions might be different.
· Older family members could link the issue back to something they remember from their own childhood.
· Perhaps they might project forward to predict how things might change over time or in ten years time.
It is GOOD to share opinions or ideas with other children on the playground.[image: image1.png]
