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The Big Pedal 2011

Things started off slowly for the Big Pedal at St. Nicholas School. On day 1 of the virtual bike race round Britain only 2 people cycled to school – 1 child and 1 member of staff. However, following the visit of Emma Peasland our Bike It! cycling officer, coming in to talk with everyone at a school assembly, the pace began to pick up. Our special event – Bling your bike to school- inspired 41 pupils representing nearly every class to whizz into school that day.
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By the end of the 3 week race the number of cyclists coming into school totalled over 60 and that included several parents who rode in with their children, as well as 3 members of staff.

The statistics are as follows:

Over the 3 week period there were 257 journeys by bike to school.

Our overall position nationally was 632 with a time of 271:36:51.

Our regional position was 85

The top 3 classes with the most cyclists were 5MC, 4JH and Reception.

So, what’s the impact? Children have been inspired to get on their bikes, persuading parents to allow them to ride to school. Many of them have continued to come to school by bike.
